« 155 grants will be awarded utilizing approximately $14
million of the appropriated funds

« 57% of grantees are Schools — 43% Bus Companies

+ Nearly 7,000 buses will be equipped with camera
systems when this grant project ends. This figure
represents approximately 59% of the eligible bus fleet.
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Grant Requirements

« Work with LE to do reporting of violations

Connecting and partnering with Law Enforcement for ongoing reporting during
and after the grant period is over

« Community Education and Awareness

Provide ongoing community awareness via media, social media, schools, driver
trainings, etc. fo grants in their communities
