The Downtown Highway 41 Improvements project in Chaska, Minnesota, exemplifies a
successful community-driven initiative aimed at enhancing safety and connectivity while
revitalizing the historic downtown area. By transforming a four-lane roadway into a
two-lane corridor with turn lanes, a pedestrian tunnel, and extensive streetscaping, the
project aimed to reduce traffic crashes and improve pedestrian accommodations.
